It is hoped that competitors will accept the rules of these classes and enter them  in the spirit intended 

HANDLER/ RIDER not to have been paid for showing or producing/training any horse for a third party, this includes any remuneration as employment, casual showing, or any in-kind benefits whatsoever.

HORSE not to have been stabled on a professional yard on show or training livery in 2009, not to have been shown by a professional in 2009, nor must it have received “regular” training or schooling from a visiting professional in 2009. In the case of ridden horses this would not include occasional lessons where the owner/rider rides their own horse.

Northern Arabian Horse Show Rules and Regulations

1. The Northern Arabian Horse Show is affiliated to the Arab Horse Society and ECAHO 189/GB and is conducted in accordance with the Show Rules and Regulations of both organisations. Copies of rules/regulations are available on request with SAE from the Show Secretary, or alternatively from each respective websites.

2. ECAHO D2 championship rule will apply

3. All exhibits must be registered in their appropriate Stud Book/Register of the Arab Horse Society by the closing date of entry.  Horses that currently contain 12.5% and over of Arab blood may be shown in Part Bred Arab classes.

4. No person other than show officials and competitors are allowed in the show ring at any time.

5. No claims can be entertained for anything that may happen to competitors, onlookers or their property, servants or animals in connection with or arising from this show.  It shall be deemed a condition of entry that each entrant shall agree to indemnify the promoters whatsoever.

6. The judge’s decision is final.

7. Depending on the number of entries received classes may be divided, amalgamated or cancelled at the discretion of the Show Committee.

8. Any horse that leaves the ring after entering for judging or before the end of the class will be counted as eliminated.

9. All stallions and colts over three years old must be bitted.

10. No person shall be mounted on a horse on the showground unless he/she is wearing a correctly fitting hard hat.  The AHS strongly recommend that hats conform to the standards EN1384 or PAS 015 and are correctly fitted with chinstraps.

11. The committee reserve the right to refuse entry or expel from the show, any person who does not obey the requests of the Show Officials.

12. Age of all exhibits will date as from 1st January in year of birth.

13. No entry will be accepted without the correct entry fee and photocopy of registration document. Entry fees are non refundable. 

14. Riders must only ‘work in’ in the designated areas. 

15. Dogs must be kept on leads at all times and are not permitted in the stable area.

16. Exhibitors must take into consideration that classes may clash, if this occurs they must nominate which class they wish to compete in.  

17. No refund of entry fees will be given nor can the entry be transferred to another class.
18. Requests to delay classes/ enter the ring must be made to the Steward/Judge, not the Show Secretary.

19. All entries are taken as an acceptance of the above rules and conditions.

20. Unpaid cheques taken as payment will result in disqualification from future NAHL Shows until the Group is reimbursed with funds and costs incurred, and details will be passed onto the AHS.

RULES FOR IN HAND CRABBET CLASSES

1. To quality for entry into these classes the exhibitor must send in EITHER a copy of a Heritage Certificate which shows 75% or above Crabbet breeding and issued by the Crabbet Organisation OR a letter from Caroline Sussex (Secretary) confirming that the horses entered have 75%+ Crabbet breeding.

2. If the Certificate states that the horse is under 75% Crabbet breeding or there is no letter the entry will be refused and returned to the exhibitor.  The percentage you will find at the bottom of the Certificate.

3.  All horses forward MUST be shown in a natural manner.  The pose must be natural, i.e. fore feet together and one hind leg slightly behind the other.  The head should be held with the neck showing natural arch and curve of throat line, muzzle would be in line with a point around six – eight inches below the wither.  The horse should be trained to stand quietly in this position with expression of interest in the handler.

4. Any unnatural posing, flicking with a whip or circling when being run out, will result, at the Judge’s discretion, in the horse being judged as though no presentation or display had been possible and therefore penalized accordingly.
